Ordinance 08-05-3
AMENDING Restrictions on Keeping of Certain Dogs and Prohibiting Pit Bull Breeds.

WHEREAS, there have been several complaints and incidences regarding vicious dogs and specifically Pit Bull breeds of dog and 

WHEREAS, the following amendments and restrictions are necessary for the preservation of public safety.

NEVERTHELESS, no dog shall be prohibited on the basis of specific breed or hybrid breed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, that Title 7, Section 1, Chapter Six (a) shall be amended as follows:

7-1-6


(a)
Restrictions.  No person shall possess, own, keep or harbor a vicious dog within the Municipal limits of the City of Niagara.  A vicious dog shall be defined as follows:

(1).
Vicious Dog.

a.
Any dog or hybrid dog with a propensity, tendency or disposition to attack, assault, cause injury of otherwise endanger the safety of human beings or other domestic animals as evidenced by its habitual or repeated chasing or snapping, or barking and/or snarling in a threatening manner.

b.
Any dog or hybrid dog which attacks a human being or another domestic animal without provocation.

c.
Any dog or hybrid dog owned or harbored primarily or in part for the purpose of dog fighting, or any dog trained for dog fighting.

e.
For the purposes of enforcing this Ordinance an animal shall be deemed as being vicious if within any twelve (12) month period it bites two (2) or more persons or inflicts serious injury to one (1) person in unprovoked circumstances.  Also, upon any complaint and response, a deputized officer may determine an animal to be “vicious” whether or not injury has occurred.  In such cases the restrictions within this ordinance shall immediately apply.

(b).  No person shall keep any animal which:

(1)
Habitually pursues any vehicle upon any public street, alley or highway in the City.

(2)
Assaults or attacks any person as described in Subsection (b) or destroys property.

(3)
Is at large within the limits of the City.

(4)
Habitually barks or howls to the annoyance of any person or persons.  (See Section 7-1-11).

(5)
Kills, wounds or worries any domestic animal.

(6)
Is known by such person to be infected with rabies or to have been bitten by an animal known to have been infected with rabies.

7-1-21 PENALTIES
(a) Any person violating Sections 7-1-14 through 7-1-20 shall be subject to a forfeiture of not less than Fifty Dollars ($50.00) and not more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00). This Section shall also permit the City Attorney to apply to the court of competent jurisdiction for a temporary or permanent injunction retraining any person from violating any aspect of this Chapter.
(1) Anyone who violates Sections 7-1-1, 7-1-2, 7-1-3, 7-1-4 and 7-1-5 of this Code of Ordinances or Chapter 174, Wis. Stats., shall be subject to a forfeiture of not less than Twenty Five Dollars ($25.00) and not more than Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00) for the first offense and not less than One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) and not more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for any subsequent offenses.
(2) An owner who refuses to comply with an order issued under Section 7-1-5 to deliver an animal to an officer, isolation facility or veterinarian or who does not comply with the conditions of an order that an animal be quarantined shall be fined not less than One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) nor more than One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00).
(b) Any person who violates Section 7-1-6 through 7-1-13 of this Code of Ordinances shall be subject to a  forfeiture of not less than Twenty Five Dollars ($25.00) and not more than Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00) for the first offense and not less than Fifty Dollars ($50.00) and not more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for subsequent violations.
This ordinance shall become effective as of September 26, 2018.
